In [Eucharistic Adora-
tion], and not just in
words, the assembly of
Bishops wanted to point
out the intrinsic relation-
ship between Eucharistic
celebration and Eucharis-
tic adoration...

Only in this way do we
become one with him,
and are given, as it were, a
foretaste of the beauty of
the heavenly liturgy. The
act of adoration outside
Mass prolongs and inten-
sifies all that takes place
during the liturgical cele-
